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�  Adult supervision required. TCHOF Staff does not participate in event. Exploratorium guidelines provided. 
�  For Rootin’ Tootin’ Birthday, allow 45 minutes to 1 hour for photo shoot (costuming is major use of time). 
�  Indoor facility is air-conditioned and on-site restroom facilities are available. 
�  We provide a trash receptacle for clean up and ask that you clean your area prior to your group’s departure. 
�  We do not provide party decorations, cake, refreshments, paper goods, utensils, or containers. Please make plans to 

provide birthday party favors or extras if you desire. 
�  You are welcome to arrive 30 minutes in advance of your party to decorate. Decorations for your party may include table 

signs, balloons and streamers. Unfortunately glitter, confetti, and piñatas are NOT allowed. If you choose to decorate, 
please notify us at least two days before your party. 

�  Parties scheduled during school year -- offered on Saturday and Sunday during regular business hours.  
�  Parties scheduled during summer months (June-July-August)  – offered 7 days a week during regular business hours. Our

�  Parties may be reserved two months in advance of party date (depending on date availability).

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The exhibit consists of four individual stations where kids learn difference experiences of the cattle drive. 

Station # 1              Packing for the Trail  
Kids see and gain knowledge of what equipment a cowboy needed so that he could “pack” his horse for the long days on the trail. With our easy to follow 
instructions, the kids actually get to saddle and bridle the pony (statue). 

Station #2             Cowboy Alphabet  
Here the history and structure of building brands and why they were (and still are) important to ranchers and animal owners. The kids get to use our 
alphabet brands and “brand” (rubber stamp) their own longhorn at our branding station. 

Station #3             The Chuckwagon  
The history and importance of the Chuckwagon is presented to show how much a wagon carried and the way it was packed on the wagon.  This is a 
magnetized station so that kids can “pack” or move the components of the wagon to the shelves and see if they complete it correctly.  (Flyers are available 
with correct placement). 

Station #4        Treasure of the Trail  
Traveling the trail was long and tiresome, many cowboys spent time searching for treasures during their down time. A large “pit” style table filled with saw 
dust is presented to represent an arrowhead dig.  Here, kids dig for an arrowhead.  Each participant will keep one (1) arrowhead, while all other arrowheads 
are returned to basket so that others may enjoy the display.
